October 13, 2008

Board Meeting Highlights

Call to Order: The monthly meeting of the Bay Area Shooting Club was called to order by Bill Edmiston at 6:45pm, October 13, 2008 at the Richard’s Café on I-10 in Baytown Texas.

Roll Call: All current of the board were present with the exception of Steve Hines.

Special Reports:
Jim Cochran:  presented the board with a report outlining his findings as to the cost of providing the range with electrical service

Jim Cochran and E. Villarreal: presented a plan to the board for erecting solid concrete shooting benches that would better serve the bench rest shooters needs.  The board authorized the assembling of 4 of these benches, in order to evaluate their feasibility.

Jim Cooper, construction chairman, reported on the progress of the Pistol/Rim fire range

Rick Detwiler: showed the board a mock website he had assembled and the board authorized him to take over the website.  Rick is doing the website on a volunteer basis and promises to have a site that is more users friendly and contains more club information.

Monthly Reports: Damon Starr read the minutes which were approved pending a couple of changes

Bill Cory gave a financial report, in the absence of Steve Hines

 Tom Fraser reported a current membership number of 477. 

Special Business

1. Due to an explosion in a refinery out of state, Steve Hines has been assigned to assist in the recovery work there for the next several months.  The board granted Steve a “leave of absence” for that time and asked Bill Cory to continue handling the clubs financial business until Steve returns.  Bill accepted and will give the treasury report at each meeting, until Steve returns, but will not be voting on club decisions.

2. Merle Niemiec asked for a special leave of absence.  The board decided to study the request individually and to render a decision by phone vote,  no lather than Wednesday, October 22nd, after they have studied the by-laws.
Old Business:

1. Merle Niemiec and Bill Edmiston each presented a variety of plans that they felt would satisfy the requirements for a club phone.   The board narrowed their choices down to Verizon and ATT, and then authorized Bill Edmiston to choose which plan best suited him.  Bill will be in charge of the phone most of the time.  Once the plan is in place the Club Number will be published on the website and all club calls should be directed to that number.

2. Mike Mc Neely was asked the status of the laws concerning nonprofit clubs and their operation.  He indicated that there were no changes that would affect BASC until 2011 and at that time it would only be additional fees to the taxing authority.

3. Bill Edmiston reported a $70K reduction in property value on a portion of the range property after he and Bill Cory protested its proposed tax value.  They are also going to protest the remainder of the properties value at a later hearing.  Bill also suggested that we try to seek an Agriculture exemption to further reduce the taxes.
New Business:
1.  The board felt like that all previous members, from last year, have been given ample time and opportunities to complete the required safety orientation. They voted to begin charging a $10.00 fee to all members who take the orientation starting November 1, 2008.  This fee will offset the cost of renting the VFW’s facility for this purpose.

2.  Some members have asked where they can purchase a target board.  The club has purchased a few, folding legs; target boards from a local individual and has them for sale at $15.00 each.  You can see Mr. Cooper or any board member to get one of these targets.

3. The board is studying the feasibility of forming several committees to study several key pieces of business and make suggestions.  Some of the proposed committees are Long Term Facility Planning, Long Range Shooting venue, and a Safety Committee.  The board will seek members willing to contribute time and effort to these committees.

4. Meeting adjourned at 9:30 PM
