Meeting Minutes February 9, 2009
Call to Order: The monthly meeting of the Bay Area Shooting Club was called to order by Bill Edmiston at 6:00pm, February 9, 2009, at the Richard’s Café on I-10 in Baytown Texas.

Roll Call: All current members of the board were present except Mike Mc Neely. 
Special Reports: There were no special reports at this meeting.
Monthly Reports:

Steve Hines gave a financial report that showed the current balances
Tom Fraser reported a current membership number of 631.  
Old Business
1. The board reviewed the scope of work on the 200 yard berm and the bid which included:
a. Repair berm





b. Raise the maintenance road 18”


c. Add culvert to maintenance road


d. Grade ditches




e. Warranty work on P/R range


No Charge
f. Parking lot





2. The board tentatively agreed to have the parking lot work done, while the contractor is on site, if the following conditions can be met at the bid price:
a. The surface put down will be packed and rolled
b. A minimum of 3 inches material depth
c. The current sink holes are to be excavated and repaired before the topping is applied
d. The surface is sloped in such a way as to assure proper drainage away from the rifle firing line and toward the Adalong ditch.
3. The board approved the bid to cover the firing line on the Pistol Rim fire range with the following specifications:
a. 3 x 3 inch  galvanized post 
b. 6” galvanized perlins
c. 28 gauge galvalum sheeting 
4. The board approved a plan to modify the board member election procedure that includes many of the recommendations made by the committee who presented this plan as well as some modifications the board felt necessary.  
New Business 
1. The board passed a rule prohibiting the use of motorized vehicles on any of the BASC ranges.  No operation of any type of motorized vehicles will be allowed without written permission from the board.  Handicapped members requiring a motorized device to get around with need to contact a board member and asked for a letter giving them permission to use this on the range.   A sign will be placed at the range stating this new policy.
2. Work day will be February 21, 2009.  All members and board members are required to attend!

3. The board has made plans to cap the total membership at 800.  This will be done at the first board meeting after we reach at least that amount.  Once the membership is capped we will accept no more new members until October of that year.  Any current member who does not renew their membership by the October deadline may lose their spot, to a person on the waiting list for membership.
4. The board began an action to develop an “Emergency Action Plan” for the range.  Keenan Knox will be in charge of helping to develop this plan and acquiring the necessary items to implement it.
