Meeting Minutes - November 3, 2009

Committee Reports:

A) By-Laws Revision:  Committee has been formed and headed by Mike McNeely.  Mike indicated that the members of the committee have been named and contacted by e-mail for their ideas.
B) Non-Profit Status Reclassification:  Mike Mc Neely will do the paperwork to change BASC from a C3 to a C7 non-profit organization so that we will be in compliance with new 2010 tax laws.  This status filing is required to be completed before December 2010.
C) Budget and Spending:  Steve Hines was not able to attend this meeting and provide a report.
D) Concealed Handgun License Classes:  There has been a couple of responses returned to the board at this time that will be considered.
E) Rules and Regulations:  The new Rules and Regulations are complete.  There was only one change to be made, concerning leaving the bolt of a rifle open or placing it in the rack during a cease fire, and that correction will be made before final publication to the membership.  The rules are on the on the web and available to the members.
F) Shotgun Committee:  A committee will be formed to make short term and long term proposals for shotgun shooting at the range.  Damon Starr will chair the shotgun committee.
New Business:

A) Rules and Regulations Booklet:  A motion was made as follows:
1. Produce a printed booklet, of the current Rules and Regulations.
2. Provide every new member attending New Member Safety Orientation a copy of this booklet.
3. Have a copy of the booklet available for any member who requests a copy.

B) Pond Fence:  After studying the bids and proposals to fence the west pond the board decided to do the job with members help using Hog Wire and T post.  This will be done at the next work day.
C) Construction Project:  The board reviewed the expenses incurred and the proposed completion expense involved with the Road/Parking Lot extension project.  They discussed and agreed to add 6 plastic culverts under the road to be used to drain water dammed up by the road.
D) Board Communications and Publications:  A motion was made as follows:
1. No BASC Board Member, regular member, or agent of the board shall mail out, e-mail, or publish any communications, written or electronic to the Membership, or a majority there of, without the approval by the BASC board of directors. 

2. Communications, covered by this motion, shall be approved by a majority vote of the entire board.  All board members must be contacted by e-mail or phone poll before these communications can be published to the membership and received their approval or wait for 3 days for a response. 

3. That all communication and notification to the Membership carry the signature of “Bay Area Shooting Club” or “Board of Directors of the Bay Area Shooting Club”.  That all return responses are made either to the entire board, or an individual member of the board who will share these responses with the rest of the board as appropriate.  Communications between an individual board member and a club member do not fall under this rule.

4. That the word Membership used in this motion shall be defined as the entire body of the club members, a specific group of members, or a gathering of a number of members.  Membership shall not be defined as one on one communication between a individual board member and a club member, communication between a board appointed spokesperson and an individual club member, or communication between a board appointed committee and individual club member.
5. That this action shall replace the amendment approved on June 12, 2008

E) BASC Web Site E-Mail:  It was discussed that in order to generate e-mail from the board as approved in the above motion that a $140.00 per year enhancement to our web site would be required.  This annual expense was approved.

F) On Line Data Storage:  Last month a motion was approved to begin to store most club computer files on an on line data storage system.  Rick Detwiler presented a proposal for this service that will cost about $100.00 per year.  This annual expense was approved.
G) Shooting Benches:  The board discussed the proposal that several members have made to add 4 more concrete shooting benches to the 200 yard range.  The board heard pros and cons about the design of these benches. Bill and Rick spoke to Jim Cochran of the need to design in these benches a seat that is functional for all shooters.  The board also discussed requesting this group to help the club by constructing concrete tops for the present benches with wooden tops.
