Meeting Minutes October 6, 2009
Call to Order:  The monthly meeting of the Bay Area Shooting Club was called to order by Bill Edmiston at 6:30pm, October 6, 2009 at the Richard’s Restaurant in Baytown Texas.

Roll Call:  All current members of the board were present.
Special Guest:   None
Monthly Reports:
Damon Starr:  The board accepted the minutes as published.
Steve Hines:  Gave a financial report that was accepted by the board.
Tom Fraser:  Reported a current membership number of 683.
Committee reports
A) By Laws:  Committee has been formed but no action at this time

B) Budget and Sending:  
a) The board gave Bill Edmiston the authority to authorize the range mowing on an as needed basis.  Bill will arrange for this mowing without having to get further board approval for each mowing.  The board discussed and approved mowing the fence line area along New Road twice a year, at a previous meeting.  This mowing will also be scheduled by Bill.
b) The board approved a bid by North Shore Metal Tech class for the construction of 4 more shooting benches and 2 tables to be used on the range.  These will be used on the pistol range and in the empty shooting stations by the range house.
C) Concealed Handgun License:  A letter has been drafted that will be sent to all potential CHL instructors who have shown an interest in teaching this class for the club.  The board also reviewed a potential income spread sheet compiled by the CHL committee.
D) Rules and Regulations:  The board viewed the proposed new range rules prepared by a Special Committee and have scheduled a special meeting, Monday October 12, 2009 to review these rules.
E) Shotgun Committee:    
a) Damon Starr presented an article that was published in Outdoor Life Magazine as to the current popularity of Clay Sports.
b) There was discussion of forming this committee soon.
New Business:
Damon Starr made a Motion: I move to have all records of the Bay Area Shooting Club be backed up and stored on electronic storage at least once per month.  This would include all past and present records pertaining to financial, meeting, surveys, policy revisions, committee proposals, presentations, and all other club documentation excluding membership records.  These records would be stored in a secure on line location designed for this purpose to prevent data loss and unauthorized access.

Membership records will be backed up, in at least two different formats, and a copy of this information will be held by the membership chairman and at least one other board member. 

Access to all records shall be available to the President, Vice-President, Secretary, Club Treasure, and Membership chairman, of the BASC board.  
Pass words and other security means would be changed immediately if a change in these directors took place.  The BASC Board will appoint one of these individuals to have responsibility to monitor and report any problems in the proposed records storage of all stored data.
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Safety Orientation: The board discussed the latest version of the Safety Orientation and a number of members were interested in reviewing its content.

 Survey Results: The board reviewed the findings from the member survey and discussed how this information can be used for future planning and development.  
Pistol Range Pond: The board discussed the dugout pond located west of the pistol range and its accessibility.  The board conducted a straw vote and the majority felt that the pond’s present condition needs improvement for safety reasons.  Rick Detwiler will get bids for various fencing methods that could be used to secure the pond and present them to the board at the next meeting.
