2.  The Board heard an extensive report addressing the questions presented, by current board members, concerning the details of the Long Range project and its impact on the entire range facility.  The Long Range committee presented a written response and explanation to each question that was fielded.  The Board wishes to thank the Long Range committee for the through job they did in answering these questions.

3.  The Board heard a proposal to reopen the Concealed Handgun Classes sponsored by BASC.  The CHL committee has secured Mr. Bill Mc Ferren as an instructor and expects to offer the first classes in April of 2010.

Monthly Reports:

Damon Starr:  The minutes from the last meeting were approved and published prior to this meeting.
Steve Hines:  The financial report was given and accepted by the board
Tom Fraser:  The Membership Director gave the total membership number to be over 800
Committee Reports:
A) By-Laws Revision Committee:  The board heard a report from Tom Fraser who gave the names of the members of the By-Laws Revision Committee.  He indicated he is waiting for feedback from the committee members.  Members serving on this committee are Chairman-Tom Fraser with Committee Members Rick Detwiler, Mike Earls and Danny Smith.
B) Election Committee:  No report was given by this committee, except it was reported that nomination must be submitted so that they are postmarked by April 1 to be eligible.
C) Long Range Committee:  See update below
D) Shotgun Committee:  Not discussed at this meeting.
E) Range Utilization Committee:  Not discussed at this meeting.
Old Business:
A. Bucket List:  Not discussed at this meeting.
B. Firing Line Benches:  
1. Damon Starr reported the new steel shooting benches have been delivered and are awaiting installation.  
2. Concrete Benches: The Long Range Committee members promised to begin work on these new benches within the month.

C. Pistol Range:  

1. The Board accepted the bid of Mr. Jim Cooper to build 8 extended height targets stands to be used for close range shooting on the Pistol Rimfire Range.

2. The Board discussed the use of the pistol range for CHL classes and was reminded of the range rules that allow for this.  The CHL committee will work out a system of notifying the membership when the range will be closed for CHL so that the membership will experience a minimum of inconvenience.


3. It was discussed and approved to purchase grass and have it installed on the range for maintenance and erosion reasons.

D. Member Work Day:  The Board was forced to cancel the member work day that was planned on 03/06/10 due to the wet weather and muddy conditions at the range on that day. The board agreed to set a new work day at the next meeting on April 6 in anticipation of having drier conditions.  The board also discussed the vote months ago to fence the pond and agreed this would be done during th work day.
E. Clean Up Contract:  The Board had requested bids from anyone interested on doing routine cleanup and weeding work at the range.  A scope of work / job description was prepared and presented at this meeting.  This scope of work is available for anyone wanting to bid on this project.  At this time, few responses from the members has been received in response to the request to bid on this work that was posted in the last newsletter. 

F. New Member Initiation Fee:  Not discussed at this meeting. 

G. Records & E-Mail Back-up:  The board secretary, Damon Starr, and membership chairman, Tom Fraser, supplied the club records necessary to assure that club information is stored in a secure location from where it can be retrieved if necessary.  Other Directors are also required to transfer their club files to the on-line storage system.  The E-Mail system has not been resolved as of yet.
H. Insurance:
a) The Club Secretary has supplied the club with a proper legal notice concerning members insurance which, by law, has to be displayed on the club premises.  The notice was printed, laminated and given to Bill Edmiston to display in the Range House.
b) Tom Fraser will investigate what impact the addition of the long range will have on our current insurance coverage and price of the policy.  Tom is also clarifying the details of the current insurance policy to understand our Medical Coverage and Liability sections of the policy.
F) Advertisement by Vendors:  The Board decided to offer advertisement space to vendors wishing to advertise on a display board the range.  The sign will be erected once 2 positions on it have been sold.  Vic Walzel and Skip Reid were going to work together on getting these initial vendor commitments.

New Business:
A. Burning of Debris at Range: The Board approved a revision to the current Safety Rules for the club to allow the burning of trees and natural debris at the range as long as there is not a County ordered Burn Ban in effect.  All trash is to be removed from the property and disposed elsewhere.

B. Long Range Safety Rules: The Board passed a motion to assure that all members are properly trained before being able to shoot on the Long Range Facility.   
Motion: I make the following motion with regards to the new proposed Long Range shooting area.  No one is permitted to shoot on this range nor is this range to be used by anyone until the following issues is completed:
1) Construction of range is completed and approved by the board.

2) The established BASC Rules & Regulations are revised, revisions approved and rules issued to all members (as decided by the board) to reflect the rules of this new range.

3) The shooter qualification procedures are proposed, approved, incorporated in our rules and a system put into place to qualify individuals on a regular and frequent basis.

4) These new rules for this range must be posted on a sign as we have for all other ranges to inform members of the safety rules for using this area.
