B. CHL Committee: This report was presented by Starr

New Business

4) Range Sinage:  The Board discussed and approved several new signs that are to be installed at the range
5)  Officer Election: The Board reviewed the election results of the Annual Meeting and discovered there was a tie vote.  Tom Frasier contacted both parties involved with this situation and gave them a choice of having a revote or allowing the election stand as reported.  The parties involved elected to allow the results to stand as announced at the meeting.  The Election Committee will revise the election process so that if this type of situation happens again there will be a method of resolving it.
